1. The title Chains, by Laurie Halse Anderson is a metaphor/symbol for Isabel’s life. What does it mean for her and other blacks during the 18th century?  What metaphors/symbols do you see in the characters or events that exist in either Night of the Twisters, Kira-Kira, The Ninth Ward, The Liberation of Gabriel King, or I Survived the Nazi Invasion. Explain. (Twelve well-written sentences with topic and concluding sentences and at least two quotes from the novel you’ve been assigned to read at home to support your ideas).
2. How does the song “It’s Time” by Imagine Dragons connect to the following words spoken by Thomas Paine and interpreted by Isabel: “’For all men being originally equals, no one by birth could have a right to set up his family in perpetual preference to all others for ever.’ Way I saw it, Mr. Paine was saying all people were the same, that no one deserved a crown or was born to be higher than another. That’s why America could make its own freedom (271).” How do the messages from both texts relate? Explain using specific paraphrased examples from Chains and other events to help support your ideas. (Twelve well-written sentences with topic and concluding sentences and at least two quotes from the song to support your ideas).
