3. Good summary includes the following:

· Clear main idea in the first sentence

· Important details are included but some might be missing

· Ideas are in logical order and some transitional words are used
· Some grammatical or punctuation errors
· Restated main idea doesn’t differ from the first sentence

2. Below average summary includes: 

· Main idea is unclear — not specifically stated in the writing

· Some critical information is missing

· Ideas are in a random order and not logical, little, if any transitional word choice used
· Grammatical errors and errors in punctuation are evident
· Restated main idea is not in this piece of writing

1. Ineffective summary includes:

· The main idea is not present in the 1st sentence of the writing

· Contains only some details

· Ideas are not in logical order
· Grammatical and punctuation errors impede the understanding of the writing
· Missing a concluding sentence with the restated main idea
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
